Suspension was completely freshened including adjustable Koni Yellows, new bushings, ball joints, etc.
 New radiator.  New brakes
all around (including at least the front rotors and IIRC the rears as well).  Many other items were handled
as well. I spent a silly amount of money and time on all of this.

I did not go inside the engine.

I have all parts to complete the head gasket repair though the block should probably be shaved as part
of the rebuild. The head is rebuilt and is in good condition. Top of the engine is currently off.

Comes with a box of 944 goodies. Various small and larger parts. 

Also have a near-complete second engine (also needs a rebuild) for additional cost.
