The stock Sachs setup is fine except for the clutch disk itself. The Sachs disk tends to fail at the
sheetmetal tabs that hold the friction material to the center.

| re-used my Sachs setup last time but replaced the disk with one from South Bend clutches. They
custom made it for ~ $200 and the friction material to hub is a solid piece, very beefy. No issues so far
(knock on wood).
